Participants were provided with introductory instruction in Adobe [ "TeAV/ = "= =80 ])
lllustrator, using the Aurora Campus computer labs. Al is the

She started her membership in the Fall after accessing membership
options via the Inuvik Community Corporation, which has been very
beneficial as a part time seasonal worker with Parks Canada.

Her ultimate business plan is to sell her jewelry in a retail setting, as
well as providing materials for people to create their own crafts and
workpieces. Recognizing the need for ancillary business services, she
would also like to specialize in creating vendor/retail merchandising
